Feb 28ð3rd Sunday in Lent 
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   The liturgical season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday.  This year Ash 
Wednesday comes early on February 10.  It inaugurates the 40 day season of Lent 
that ends on Easter Sunday, this year on March 27.  Traditionally, Lent is a time of 
fasting and penitence.  It is a time to remember our sins and to repent of them before 
our short time on this earth is over.  On that day ministers mark the forehead of 
Christians (Catholic and Protestants of many denominations) with the sign of the 
cross in ashes, and repeat the solemn words, "Remember that you are dust and to 
dust you shall return.  Repent and believe the gospel." 
 Despite the emphasis on sin and death, though, I love the season of Lent.  It is 
a time to reflect upon our lives and upon those things that may hinder our growth as 
Christians, those habits or attitudes that may interfere with becoming more Christ 
like.  Do you feel called to spend more time in prayer or reading the Bible or  
volunteering your time?  Then perhaps a restriction (or fast) on time spent on the 
computer or watching television would free up the hours for those things?  Do you 
wish that you could contribute more to the church or to a charity or cause?  Perhaps 
you could eat out less frequently during Lent and instead contribute those monies.  
The possibilities of practices that will deepen your faith are almost endless.   
 Many people have told me that Lent is just "too depressing and too long."   
 Maybe I am just a glass half full kind of person, but I find Lent to be a time 
of hope and possibility.  Each year I realize there is still time, time to learn, time to 
grow, time to do better, time to make amends, time to forgive. Each year I hear the 
invitation of a loving God, to come closer, listen more deeply, and live a more  
authentic Christian life. 
 That combination of solemn reminder of limitation and failure and the hope 
of something better are also contained in the mark of ashes on our foreheads on Ash 
Wednesday.  There are many Biblical references to "sackcloth and ashes" in refer-
ence to death and repentance, and the ashes of Ash Wednesday certainly represent 
that meaning.   
 But the Bible also has many references to being "sealed" or marked for  
inclusion.  In Ezekiel the Lord commands that a "tav" (literally a mark) be put on the 
foreheads of those who repent of evil.  A tav is also a letter of the Hebrew alphabet 
that looks like an X.  That letter also looks like the Greek letter chi, the first letter of 
the word Christ.  In baptism, often our foreheads are inscribed with such a mark,  
signifying our lives are lives are claimed by the God who loves us. 
 During our Ash Wednesday service, I will offer ashes for those who would 
like to participate in this ancient Christian ritual that opens the Lenten season.  You 
will be invited to come forward to receive the mark of ash on your forehead (or hand 
if you prefer).   I hope this provides a meaningful beginning to our Lenten season.
